Shipped to Victoria Barricks Belfast Feb. 18, 1890

August 12, 1890 Hospitalized (57 days) with a compound fracture of the bones of his left forearm. 
On August 16, 1890 a Court of Inquiry was held at Station Hospital Belfast whose purpose was to investigate and report on injuries sustained by Pte. David Anderson # 3980 ‘H’ Company Royal Highlanders.
“I was coming down the stairs in the gymnasium when I tripped and fell. I put my arms out to save me and my arm gave way and I tumbled down the stairs. Seeing it was broken the instructor told me to go to the hospital. I first discovered it was broken when I tried to vault the horse and it gave way, but I had felt no pain.’
It was determined that the injury occurred through no fault of his own and that it would not impede his ability to serve.

Went to Gibraltar Nov. 22, 1990

June 11, 1891 promoted to Lance Corporal

April 14, 1893 demoted to Private.

March 4, 1893 sailed on HMS Himalaya to Capetown South Africa

Aug 21 1894 to Mauritius

Feb 17, 1996 to India stationed in Umballa a city and district of British India, in the Delhi division of the Punjab.

On October 9, 1899 recalled to active service. Sent to Aldershot in southern England. 
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Four days later on Oct. 22, 1899 he boarded the S.S. Orient to sail to South Africa to fight in the Boer war. 
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August 29, 1902 posted home from South Africa.
September 1, 1902 Discharged on termination of engagement.

Total service at time of discharge 12 years 295 days.

Turned down for Section ‘D’  reenlistment into army reserve. (Because he had been out longer than 6 months.)
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Sept. 22, 1914 Signed up at Lochgelly for one year or for the duration of the war. #587712
Started out with the Royal Highlanders and ended up with the Seaforth Highlanders.

At the time he was living at  6 Blackhall Terrace, Kelty. He was 41 years old. He weighed 120 Lbs. stood 5’5” and had slight varicose veins in his right leg.

He had 4 children to Sarah Watson.

The S.S. Orient


She was a 5,386 gross ton ship, length 460ft (140,21m) x beam 46.3ft (14,12m) x depth 35ft (10,67m) and when registered in September 1879 was the largest ship in the World apart from the 20-year-old, 19,000-ton Great Eastern. She had two funnels, four masts (rigged for sail), iron construction, single screw and a speed of 15 knots. There was passenger accommodation for 120-1st, 130-2nd, 300 steerage class, or 1,500 troops. Launched on 5th June 1879, she sailed from London on her maiden voyage to Melbourne.
